Each year we administer standardised tests in Literacy and Numeracy in the third term. These tests are standardised
according to your child’s age and provide valuable comparative data against pupils of a similar age in Northern
Ireland.

Explanation of Standardised Tests
Progress Test in English (PTE)
This test provided an assessment of overall attainment in English and covers spelling, grammar and punctuation as

well as reading comprehension.

Progress Test in Maths (PTM)
This test provides an assessment of overall attainment in Mathematics covering number, shape and space,

measures, handling data and algebra.

Standardised Test Scores
The information provided below will enable you as a parent to interpret your child’s standardised scores in English

and Mathematics.

Description Standardised score
Very high 127 -141
Above average 112 - 126
Average 89-111
Below average 69 - 88

Please note that only a small minority of pupils attain a standardised score in the 127 — 141 band.

Your child’s percentage attendance, along with the number of days missed, is recorded at the top of your child’s
report. Attendance is based on this academic school year, up to and including Friday, 10 June 2022. Your child’s
percentage attendance is correct, however the number of days missed, includes days missed due to COVID, so may

be higher than expected.
